ACTION RE:  HEARING ON PDD EXTENSION REQUEST FRO 1901 LIBAL STREET


Ann Patteson was here representing Hillcrest Homes and Allouez Senior Living, along with Dan Doro, 
the project manager.  Patteson gave an update on the PDD that was approved 2 years ago.  The plan was 
to do the PDD in phases, and Phase 1 is substantially complete.  They anticipated they wouldn’t get all 
the phases done in a two year PDD, but this is more of a project for a five year PDD.  She stated that 
they are requesting to complete the construction on the PDD by combining Phases 2 & 3, breaking 
ground in spring of 2014 with a one year construction cycle, which would be a mirror image to Phase 1, 
and it would become the westerly building.  The construction would be completed in the 
spring/summer 
of 2015.  They are asking for an extension to allow additional time to permit Phase 2 & 3 to be 
completed.
