Storm Water Committee Meeting

Tuesday, February 12, 2008

6:30 p.m., Allouez Village Hall

Present:  Gast, Green, Sweasy, Berndt, Lange, Foxworthy, Nick Vande Hey from McMahon Associates and citizens on committee- Bob Michels, Bob Ferguson, Bill Vachon and Karla Buckley.

Committee purpose:     There are six main municipal stormwater discharge permit requirements.  Two of the six tasks need to be done by this committee:  (1) public education and outreach (2) public involvement and participation.  The goals for this committee are to increase public awareness of storm water pollution impacts and to encourage desired behavior changes to reduce impacts to streams, rivers and lakes.

Storm water presentation by Nick Vande Hey:

Power point presentations were given by Nick on the impacts of urbanization, NR216 regulations, impaired waters, potential tools for a public education program and 13 storm water topics that the public outreach program needs to cover:

(1) automobiles

(2) pet waste

(3) household hazardous wastes

(4) household practices

(5) fertilizers and pesticides

(6) leaves and grass clippings

(7) stream and shoreline management

(8) infiltrate residential runoff

(9) construction site erosion control

(10) storm water management

(11) low impact development

(12) illicit discharges 
(13) business and activities that may pose a storm water quality concern

Committee discussed each of these topics at length and also a pending mandate to remove certain quantities of phosphorus and nitrogen from our waters. They also gave ideas on how to involve the residents of Allouez and how to educate them.  Creating incentives to comply was felt to be important.  

At the end of the meeting committee members were asked to rank the 13 storm water topics as to which they felt were the most important in Allouez. Committee will meet again on March 11th at 6:00 p.m.
